Ibsen’s justly famous play remains as 
fresh and challenging as when it was 
first widely performed to such positive 
acclaim and perhaps equally negative 
reaction.

It marked a seminal shift in the process 
of understanding between men and 
women.

Ibsen said that he was merely writing 
about real life as he saw it all around 
him, and the under-lying warmth of his 
intention still shines through, moving 
audiences and inspiring actors. The 
unfolding story of Nora and Torvald’s 
release from the untruthfulness of their 
life together is as relevant today as when 
it was first written.

We see the answers all around us every 
day: it’s so normal that often we don’t 
notice, even in the way we are ourselves. 
This play about a chance conversation 
between two people in a park doesn’t 
sum all this up, but takes a wry observant 
look at some of the ways we have moved 
on and at some of those tricksy little 
habits that are pretty much the same 
today.
